Open Spaces Committee – Terms of Reference
Thurcaston & Cropston Parish Council will consider renewing these Terms of Reference at its Annual Parish Council meeting each year.

POWER TO DECIDE: No except as specified under “Undertakings” below.

POWER TO ACT:  Yes, but only on expenditure up to the limit set in the Annual Budget under that heading (£1000 maximum)

MEMBERSHIP: no less than 3 members of council

QUORUM: 3

MEETING DATES: a minimum of four meetings will be held each year and the schedule of meetings shall be agreed at the annual Parish Council Meeting.

UNDERTAKINGS:

The Committee will operate within Thurcaston & Cropston Standing Orders, Local Government Law, Health & Safety Policy and Risk Assessment Policy in all instances.

Jubilee Park
a) to keep under review the existing Play Areas

b) to liaise with grounds maintenance contractor over grass play areas

c) to consider ways in which existing provision can be improved have due regard to the needs of existing and future users

d) to liaise with grounds maintenance contractor on health and safety inspections of the playground equipment

e) to carry out the initial hearing on any complaint concerning the Play Areas

f) to take into regard Jubilee Parks Terms of Lease with Charnwood Borough Council

g) to recommend to full Council any action required outside of the Committee's delegated powers.
